Message:  New Encounters with God
Text: Col. 1.10
This week we explored what it meant to grow in the knowledge of God. As we saw, gaining knowledge about God is more than reading theology and developing the right belief. Don’t get me wrong, a proper belief about God is important. In fact, Paul warns the people of Colossae about the negative influences in their culture that could potentially lead them away from a proper understanding about God (Colossians 2.8).  So proper understanding about God is important, even essential to having a vibrant faith. But Paul also knows that we can have a proper belief about God and fail to experience the very things we know to be true. What good would it be, for example, to believe in a God who can forgive and not experience that same forgiveness ourselves? That is why Paul prays that the people of Colossae would continuously experience the God they believe in. We are made for fresh encounters with God. This week, ask for fresh encounters.
